The Basic Models of Defining “Diaspora” in Kin-States and Their

Abstract: In recent years, an increasing number of kin-states have formulated defini-
tions of “diaspora” tailored to their own national contexts. In academic discourse, the con-
cept of “diaspora” is typically defined in terms of its abstract characteristics. In contrast, le-
gal and policy documents issued by states tend to focus on the specific qualifications or crite-
ria for obtaining diaspora status. In order to include a broader population and advance na-
tional development, kin-states have been progressively broadening the scope of their defini-

tion of “diaspora”. However, there are still significant differences across states. Those ap-
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
